STRUCTURE, GOVERNANCE 
AND MANAGEMENT  
 
At the Church Members’ meeting 
held on the 29th January 2009 
the Membership of Seaford 
Baptist Church adopted a new 
constitution and became a 
registered charitable 
unincorporated association 
(registered charity 
number:1132127) with the 
Charity Commission of England 
& Wales.

The principal purpose of Seaford 
Baptist Church is the 
advancement of the Christian 
faith according to the principles 
of the Baptist denomination.  The 
Church also advances education 
and carries out other charitable 
purposes in the United Kingdom 
and/or other parts of the world. 
 
The Church is a member of the 
Baptist Union of Great Britain 
(the Baptist Union) and the South 
Eastern Baptist Association 
(SEBA). 
 
The Church will normally 
promote, encourage, support and 
advance the work of the Baptist 
Union, the Association and BMS 
World Mission through prayer, 
through financial contributions 
and, where appropriate, by  
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making personnel available from 
the Membership of the Church. 
When it is able the Church will 
also support local Baptist and 
ecumenical gatherings.  
 
OUR BELIEFS  
 
As a member of the Baptist 
Union of Great Britain the Church 
subscribes to the Union’s 
Declaration of Principle:  

“That our Lord and Saviour Jesus 
Christ, God manifest in the flesh, 
is the sole and absolute authority 
in all matters pertaining to faith 
and practice, as revealed in the 
Holy Scriptures, and that each 
church has liberty, under the 
guidance of the Holy Spirit, to 
interpret and administer His laws. 

That Christian baptism is the 
immersion in water into the name 
of the Father, the Son and Holy 
Spirit, of those who have 
professed repentance towards 
God and faith in our Lord Jesus 
Christ who died for our sins 
according to the Scriptures, was 
buried, and rose again on the 
third day’. 

 
That it is the duty of every 
disciple to bear personal witness 
to the gospel of Jesus Christ, and 
to take part in the evangelisation 
of the world.” 

ACTIVITIES  
   
Introduction   
2009 has been a challenging 
year in many ways for both 
members and regular attenders 
at SBC as the economic 
downturn affected many either 
through reduced pensions, 
unemployment or simply through 
the need to support family 
members.  But throughout this 
time, as the reports that follow 
demonstrate time and time again, 
the activities of the Church have 
been able to offer help, 
companionship, prayer and a real 
sense of hope often coupled with 
practical support to those most in 
need.  
 
Throughout the year we have 
been privileged as a Church to 
share in many of the joys of 
baptisms and dedications, 
weddings and landmark family 
birthdays.  But the Church family 
has, just as importantly, been 
able to ‘be there’ in a warm 
supportive role at times of 
sadness - but isn’t that what ‘real’ 
church should be about?  A 
group of like-minded people able 
to worship God and really be 
‘community’ in its true sense – 
long may it continue!     
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Church membership at the year 
end stood at 226, a slight 
reduction over the 2008 totals. 
 
But of course this doesn’t tell the 
whole story.  Most Sunday’s 
have seen upwards of 300 
people attending the two Sunday 
morning Services and 100’s 
more in our town and the 
surrounding areas impacted by 
our work whether it’s through our 
activities  in local schools, 
outreach in the community, visits 
to care homes and sheltered 
accommodation or participation 
in local forums. 
 
2009 also saw the launch of a 
number of new initiatives all 
specifically aimed at making SBC 
more relevant in Seaford both 
through outreach into the 
community such as Café Church 
and the Ecumenical Partnership 
and by providing a useful 
resource for groups to use the 
facilities at Belgrave Road. So a 
challenging year it may have 
been but SBC continues to 
demonstrate that it is able to rise 
to the challenge time and time 
again. 
    
OUR PURPOSE 
 
The Church engages in a range 
of activities either on its own or 
with others depending on the 

activities being initiated,  
expanded, or closed, as 
appropriate.   
 
These comprise:-  
Regular public worship, 
prayer, Bible study, preaching 
and teaching;  
During 2009 we continued to 
implement the Church Vision for 
the future development of 
activities at SBC. Whilst this 
covered all areas of activity 
throughout the Church our public 
worship (including prayer and 
studying the word of God) must 
be and is at the very centre of the 
life of our Church.  
 
Over a 100 people have been 
involved on a regular basis in 
providing the worship at SBC 
which enabled us to provide both 
a 9.30am and 11am service on 
Sundays mornings, with a 6pm 
evening service on most 
Sundays together with a regular 
midweek service. The numbers 
of ‘in-house’ speakers has 
increased over the year and we 
have had the privilege of 
welcoming many guest speakers 
from missionary societies and 
local churches helping us to 
celebrate special events and to 
add a varied dimension to our 
regular services.  
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Included in our ministry must be 
the flowers in the church building 
which week in and week out add 
to our worship and demonstrate 
the glory of God through His 
creation.  
 
Vision and sound are a vital part 
of communicating the message 
and using SongPro to include 
colourful and relevant 
background illustrations.  Tapes 
and CD’s of the weekly sermons 
have been produced to enable 
those who may be housebound 
or simply wish hear the week’s 
teaching again. Around 30 
people are now involved in 
making all who attend our 
Sunday services welcome – but 
both the sound/vision team and 
the Service Team are always 
ready to welcome new recruits to 
their numbers. Our regular 
minibus service for the early 
service continued to provide a 
service second to none.   
 
Baptisms  
2009 saw a slight reduction in 
numbers of those seeking 
baptism – but 2010 already looks 
as if it will more than 
compensate. 
 
Communion of the Lord’s 
Supper  
The monthly celebration of 
Communion is always a very 

meaningful time for the Church 
with the celebration continuing to 
be made during the joint service 
held on the first Sunday every 
month enabling us as a family of 
God’s people to come together in 
Communion.  
Evangelism and mission, 
locally, regionally, nationally 
and internationally 
The Church currently supports 
two families Mike and Teija 
Greed and their two teenagers 
who are based in Lahti, Finland. 
Michael oversees Bible 
translation teams covering a vast 
area in Asia and Teija works with 
the Tartar team in Kazan, where 
she visits regularly. Sarah and 
Pola Chhin, their daughter Hanna 
and new arrival Alice all of whom 
are based in Cambodia where 
they work amongst young people 
who have been brought up in 
orphanages whilst Pola provides 
practical help to those in need. 
 
Links are still strong with the 
BMS Albanian Church in Tirana 
and their work amongst the 
Roma people and the Albanian 
poor. Over the year we have had 
visits from speakers from a 
number of organisations 
undertaking mission projects.  
Tearfund has also been well 
represented with special gift days 
and opportunities to purchase 
their fairly traded goods.  
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Nearer to home the outreach 
activity club Coffee and Craft 
takes place on the 3rd Monday in 
the month and offers many 
differing craft activities for all.  
The puppet group ‘Outstretched 
Arms’ regularly provides the  
opportunity to present the Gospel 
in a creative way for many 
different audiences and 
Scallywags has provided a 
opportunity for the very young 
with mums, dads and carers to 
come together for play and craft 
activities on a Friday morning.   
Once a month we have also had 
Tea Dances organized.  
 
The teaching, encouragement, 
welcome and inclusion of 
young people.  
There are young people’s 
activities taking place for six days 
a week either using the church 
building or through outreach in 
local schools or the WAVES 
Centre. SHIFT activities on 
Sundays cater for a wide age 
range from 3 to 17 year olds and 
as an increasing trend we have 
combined Sunday Services with 
our young people taking an 
active role.  The emphasis 
throughout all of our work with 
the young is to encourage all 
groups to create their own  
models of worship that are 
meaningful to them. Activities 
continue during the week with 

Interface (for school years 3-6), 
the ‘Hive’ Youth Club holiday  
events and weekly Bible studies 
called ‘Deeper’ for school years  
7+, TMT (“That Monday Thing”) a  
girl’s cell group (for school years 
7+) has now become a popular 
fixture on Monday evenings.  
 
In addition to our activities based 
at Belgrave Road there are lunch 
time clubs at Cradle Hill Primary 
School called JAFFA and Friday 
visits to Chyngton Primary 
School to work with pupils 
experiencing difficulties. We are 
regularly invited to take school 
assemblies. 
 
Early Birds Pre-school provides a 
stimulating, safe and caring 
environment that ensures the 
needs of children from two and 
half to school age are fully met 
and each child is valued.  They 
meet on five mornings a week 
during term time – a splendid 
community resource much 
valued by parents and carers.  
 
Nurture and growth of 
Christian disciples 
There are 16 groups operating 
within the SBC Care Group  
network.  Care Groups carry out 
the work of encouragement 
within the Church and embrace 
Bible study, prayer and of course 
the opportunity for socialising. A 
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number of new groups continued 
to be established and in May 
“Community Month” a half day 
workshop for leaders took place. 
 
Launched in November 2009 
‘Held’ is a group where women of 
all ages can come to be held by 
Jesus. It involves in depth Bible 
teaching and the discovery of 
differing ways of worship and 
prayer.   
 
Education and training for 
Christian and community 
service   
The Church has been able to 
support three Ministers in training 
at Spurgeon’s College which in 
turn not only benefits the 
individuals but the Church 
through new perspectives on our 
programmes of activities. 
 
…. But it doesn’t stop there! It 
has been our privilege to see a 
number of members of the 
Church apply fro Ministry training 
or receive a call to lead other 
churches through the year. 
 
Giving and encouraging 
pastoral care 
‘Oasis’ provides a wonderful way  
for around 40 men and women 
on Tuesday afternoons to come 
together for fellowship, worship, 
prayer and a short talk. PARCHE 
(Pastoral Action in Residential 

Care Homes for the Elderly) 
through a small group of people, 
arrange for a monthly service in 
various care homes throughout 
Seaford. Both the Men’s 
Breakfast Club and 
Women@SBC have continued to 
be held on Saturday mornings 
providing a wonderful opportunity 
for Church members to bring 
friends and colleagues along in a 
friendly non-intimidating 
environment to hear an 
interesting range of speakers 
over breakfast in convivial 
company.    
 
On Tuesday lunchtimes every 
other week, the Luncheon Club 
meets to provide a full hot dinner 
to a regular group of around 40 
guests in a friendly atmosphere.   
Transport is provided and there 
is a wonderful sense of 
friendship. A full programme of 
trips to places of interest, guest 
speakers and entertainers is the 
hallmark of the group called 
‘Heartsease’ which exists for 
those who are alone, usually 
through bereavement.   
 
Prayer ministry continues to be  
an important part of our Sunday 
service.  In addition members of 
the team are also available 
during the week.  
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Supporting and encouraging 
charitable social action in the 
United Kingdom and abroad 
Care ‘n’ share has continued to 
operate through the year seeking 
to meet the practical needs of 
people throughout Seaford and 
the surrounding areas by 
providing furnishing and other 
articles donated by others.  
 
This year’s Harvest Service 
supported the Brighton-based 
Christian homelessness charity, 
Off The Fence as well as the 
Baptist Missionary Society.   
 
Encouraging relationships 
with and supporting Baptists 
and other Christians. 
SBC plays an active role in 
‘Churches Together in Seaford’ 
and regularly comes together 
with others for joint worship, 
prayer walking, and the annual 
Good Friday procession of 
witness through the centre of 
town as well as the town’s 
Christmas Open Evening. 
Throughout 2009 we worked 
closely with Florence Road 
Baptist Church in Brighton to 
provide support for them during 
their time of interregnum in 
addition to working closely with 
the newly established Coastland 
Church in Peacehaven. 
 

Our Senior Pastor is a member 
of the Baptist Union’s governing 
council and actively participates 
in the South East Baptist 
Association.  
 
Communications 
‘Connections’ is the name of our 
monthly news magazine which 
provided a host of interesting 
articles. Our regular weekly e-
mail news service continues to 
flourish and this year also saw 
the development of the new 
Church website together with the 
redesign of many of our leaflets 
and the development of a 
Welcome Pack for those new to 
the Church.  
 
SNAPPS 
The Special Needs Advocates 
group is a separately constituted 
charity working for people with 
special needs across the county 
and beyond.  They act as a safe 
haven for those with or caring for 
individuals with special needs 
who often lead very stressful or 
difficult lives.   
 
WAVES 
This is a separately constituted 
Charity with its own board of 
Directors that grew from the 
Social Outreach Ministry of 
Seaford Baptist Church. It has its 
own town centre premises in 
Seaford and provides valuable 
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outreach amongst the local 
community through a core team 
of staff and up to 30 volunteers.  
Its addition to the freely available 
‘drop in’ services from its centre it 
has a successful schools 
listening service providing 
support to as many as 70 pupils 
a week, family support workers 
and a range of training courses 
for families.

Jarvis 

 
PASTOR’S REPORT 

I think it fair to say that 2009 has 
been a difficult year not just for 
the world in terms of recession 
but also for the church here in 
Seaford. Many charities have 
found throughout the year that 
their funding has decreased 
significantly with all the attendant 
difficulties this brings. Here at 
SBC, we have fared very well in 
the circumstances with total 
giving almost matching that of 
2008 but nevertheless we ended 
2009 with our reserves depleted 
and the realisation that we now 
have very little to call upon for 
2010. The challenge is before us 
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to manage church finances even 
more efficiently and also to see 
increased giving to cover the 
potential shortfall which can be 
covered if giving increased 
between on average £1 and 
£1.50 per person a week – not so 
much when we look at it like this. 
 
Finance also dominated as it 
became apparent that we were 
facing a hefty outlay just to 
replace our heating and electrical 
systems and the hall roof.  
Alongside this were thoughts of 
installing a lift access from the 
lower floor to the auditorium, 
refurbishing the auditorium and 
the church generally and creating 
the new entrance area first 
considered over ten years ago by 
the church. In September the 
Church Meeting agreed to move 
ahead sensibly and cautiously as 
finances became available, 
constantly reviewing the 
situation.   
 
The first step toward this was 
gaining the necessary planning 
permission and as I write this is 
in hand, though we have already 
spent around £80,000 replacing 
the heating system and renewing 
some of the electrical system. It 
comes as a surprise to all of us 
that a building only constructed in 
the 1970’s requires such 
maintenance but wishing it away 

doesn’t change the situation. Any 
family major upheaval results in 
all sorts of responses and so for 
some the possibility of this 
project is exciting, for others it is 
something that just needs to be 
done, for others it is frightening 
and for some the necessity 
appears questionable. In all of 
this of course, the key challenge 
is to find God’s purpose and will 
and to be obedient to it.   
 
My heart as your Pastor is that 
we move on together with one 
heart and mind with our focus 
always and only on Jesus and on 
his calling to build the church.  
Always that means the people 
who make up the church but 
there are times when it also 
means the mission centre or 
building where we gather as 
there are times when the 
weaknesses of our building 
inhibit the effectiveness of our 
mission, just as an over-
emphasis on our buildings can 
do. We have a balance to strike 
that I have confidence we will 
find together. 
 
Every year seems to be crucial in 
the life of the church and perhaps 
that is true. Certainly 2010 has 
that feel about it already.  One of 
the keys to 2010 for us at SBC is 
not about what we might do but 
about our faith.  
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For sure James powerfully 
reminds us that faith without 
works is dead but he would also 
want to tell us that faith isn’t 
works! There is a great deal 
about our faith that is about 
believing and I think believing 
might just be the key to unlocking 
God’s blessings in 2010. I have 
no doubt that God can do a great 
deal more with genuine belief 
than he can with honest 
endeavour. Do we believe that 
God loves us and cares for us?  
Do we believe that God loves 
and cares for our neighbours and 
our friends? Do we believe that 
here in Britain in 2010 that 
people can still find faith in 
Jesus? Do we believe in the 
power of the love of Jesus to 
bring home our prodigal sons 
and daughters? Whilst believing 
these things might not make 
them so it is almost certainly true 
that not believing them will 
prevent them becoming so.  
 
Let me encourage you as we 
enter 2010 seeking to build a 
genuine loving church community 
together, seeking to be a godly 
family of believers, to renew our 
trust and faith in God who can do 
mighty things when we believe.

20’s & 30’s MINISTRY

Those involved include Emma 
Dineen, Jemma Whitfield, Lisa 
Pulling, Tom Hastings, Matthew 
Smith, and the Management 
Committee for Street Pastors 
including other clergy. 
 
The Ecumenical Group: this 
exists to get together with the 
Christians in Seaford within the 
18 to 40-ish age range in order to 
have fellowship, evangelise and  

build relationships between the 
denominations of people of a 
similar age and who are like 
minded; and to be a Christian 
presence in Seaford in the pubs 
and bars. It meets at a pub twice 
a month, at people’s homes, in 
each other’s Churches. We 
began meeting in the summer 
and our group size can range 
from 15 to 30. We have a 
dedicated core of regulars and a 
newly organised ‘inner group’ 
made up of a rep from each of 
the denominations involved. 
Anyone in the age range can 
join. We pray for more people 
getting involved in all areas, and 
development of prayer and 
worship opportunities and ideas 
for outreach in Seaford. 
 
Street Pastors : aim to be a 
presence on the street at the 
weekend at night, supporting 
anyone who gets themselves into 
trouble, dialoguing with people 
where they are, once the group is 
set up. We have started the 
process of setting up a Street 
Pastor Scheme in Seaford, 
invited an Ascension Trust (the 
national organisers) rep, and 
sent off the licensing forms to 
begin the next steps towards 
training. To get involved you 
must be above 18 and physically 
able to be on the streets for 3 or 
4 hours on a Friday or Saturday 
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night, have been part of a church 
for 12 months and have 
undergone a CRB check. 

 
EARLY BIRDS PRE-SCHOOL

Vanessa is Supervisor, with Mara 
Lawton – Deputy Supervisor and 
Wendy Lindfield – Deputy 
Supervisor. Its mission is to 
provide 2½ to school-aged 
children with a safe caring and 
stimulating environment to 
develop and grow. It operates at 
the Church on Monday to Friday 
mornings 9 am to 12 noon. 
 
The staff are all employed, and 
are regulated by the 
Safeguarding Authority and 
OFSTED. 
 
Early Birds has continued to 
thrive. Since our new intake in 
September we have been full 
and have welcomed new and 
sibling families to our setting. Our 
work is so satisfying and 
rewarding as we see our children 
settle and develop within the 
group. We have recently had 
several children with specific 
special needs, especially with 
regard to speech and language. 
With the knowledge of our 
brilliant SENCO and the 
guidance of the other 

professional bodies, we have 
celebrated children showing 
noted improvement and 
development. Our children 
continue to enjoy varied hands-
on activities where they learn and 
thrive through fun and 
enjoyment. 
 
Please pray for our many families 
that come into our setting; many 
with varied worries and 
problems; that we can use our 
link with them as a real outreach. 
We please ask that you will pray:  
·  that we will be given clear 

direction for the best way for 
us to continue opening when 
the much needed work is 
done to the roof of the hall;  

·  that we are able to still meet 
the compulsory standards set 
out to us by our registering 
body;  

·  for guidance with the 
uncertainty of not knowing as 
at the present time we are 
unsure how to operate our 
waiting list and how many 
new children to register.  

We do pray that we can continue 
to provide Early Birds to our 
community and be used as an 
outreach for our church and 
ultimately lead them to know the 
love of our Lord Jesus.
