Are we wearing the Armour of God?

This week and last we’ve been looking at putting on the Armour of God. How do we do this in
our everyday lives. We can read about it and sing about it on a Sunday but we need to make
sure we're wearing the Armour everyday.

We can put on the Armour before we go to school or work, through prayer and reading the
word.

Why do we need to put it on? There is a spiritual battle going on, we need to protect
ourselves but using the word of God we have power through Christ to effect the spiritual
battle going on, to help us, our loved ones, the church and the lost.

Ephesians 6:12

For we wrestle not against flesh and blood, but against principalities, against powers,
against the rulers of the darkness of this world, against spiritual wickedness in high places.
JESUS is the truth and the standard by which all things hold together (Jn 14:6). // belt

JESUS is the righteousness, our only hope before God for forgiveness of sin, protecting our
spiritual vitals from the wages of sin: death (2 Cor 5:21; Rom 3:23-24). // breastplate

JESUS is the gospel of peace, who from heaven came to earth to reconcile humanity to
God by taking on the sin that once divided the two (Eph 2:14). // shoes

JESUS is the object of our faith, which gives us highest defence of our acquittal before God.

Our faith is not measured by how much faith we exert, but in who we place our faith (1 Jn
5:10-12). // shield.
